—Conditions of Usefor Soundand Video Recordings—

1. The German Bundestag holds the usage rights to the recordings, held in the Parliamentary

2. Therecordings are made available upon payment of a user charge (see paragraph 9), unless
provided through administrative assistance. The copies may be used within the framework of
reports on parliament for the following purposes:

- Publication in the press

- Publication in print media

- Usein film and on television

- Online and multimedia publications

Any other use for commercia purposes, in particular for advertising purposes, is prohibited.

3. Any editing, alteration or manipulation of the images and / or sound other than colour
correction, cropping and resizing is permissible only with the prior written consent of the
German Bundestag. Equally, the image / sound may not be reproduced out of context.

4. Any distortion of the recordings, in image, text or any other form, using conventiona or
electronic tools, is prohibited. The user is responsible for the caption.

5. The press, in particular, is obliged to comply with the journalistic principles of the German
Press Council (Press Code). Permission to use the images does not imply that the persons
pictured, the holders of the rights to works pictured or of trademarks or other property rights
have given their consent to public reproduction.
